Effective for dates of services on or after February 1, 2022, Autism Services, to include Applied Behavior Analysis (ABA) 
evaluation and treatment, will be a benefit of the Texas Health Steps-Comprehensive Care Program (THSteps-CCP). The 
requirements are as follows: 

• Texas Medicaid recipients are 20 years of age and younger 
• Meet the criteria outlined in the Autism Service benefit 
• BCBSTX reimbursement is on a non-risk basis for provision of the services 
• Providers are expected to follow all aspects of the medical policy, including prior authorization criteria
